Neither CAD nor Business Objects have a program to run a report for the
Farmington Hills Police Department to collect Vehicle Search Data.

Over the last three weeks Captain Blendea assigned a light duty officer to
Administration to assist in the collection of this data. The light duty officer, along
with three new police officer hires (one per week to assist) were instructed to run
the word “Search” in the “Narrative Search” portion of the CLEMIS system.

These four officers had to individually go through each report for the year of
2020, 2021 and 2022 (year to date for 2022).

With their efforts, three excel spreadsheets were composed for the requested
data of Vehicle Searches by officers of Farmington Hills. Each report that had the
word “Search” in the narrative was reviewed and the information extracted from
this data mining was concerning Vehicle Searches.

The attached data for 2020 consists of Case Number, Gender (Male-M or
Female-F), Race (White-W, Black-B, or Other-O), Age, if it was a Traffic Stop (T)
or Dispatched Run (R), Vehicle Search (V) Person Search (P) or both V & P, and
if it was a Consent Search (C), Inventory Search (l), Search Warrant (SW), or
Search Incident to an Arrest (IA).

This was further broken down to DRIVER (D.) demographics and PASSENGER
(P.) demographics (if there was a passenger present and searched. This
information was captured if a report was written, or a D-Card had notes attached
(D-Card - Dispatched Run with no Report/just notes).

Officers that collected the requested data had a few complications during this
process, which included the information not being readily available (i.e., some
supplemental data had to be re-run using CLEMIS or Talon to find out further
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information pertaining to, gender, race, and age when it was not present in the
report or D-Card notes).

Further, with Michigan Driver’s License information, newer driver’s license race
and gender have been excluded from the information and are not there to
transfer over to CLEMIS. This would cause the reporting officer to guess or place
unknown if it could not be determined.

Another complication was that CLEMIS did not run the narrative search
sequentially. For each year there were over 1600 pages to review, which would
start with the most recent incidents (in December of 2020) and eventually get to
January 2020.

As the officers mined this data it was noted that when they reached January,
through the 1300+ pages, it would start back in December with new case
numbers and reports to review.

As you review the Excel spreadsheet, you will notice higher case numbers (20-
30141 December) to lower case numbers (20-0088 January) and then start back
up in the higher case numbers again (20-30262 December) to (20-0401 January).
It is unknown why this occurred.

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Body Worn Camera Policy Recommendations

During the project, Winbourne Consulting provided FHPD Body Worn Camera policy
information, including:

e Standards, guidelines, and best practices

e |ACP and other law enforcement organizations model policies

e Other law enforcement department policies and procedures

e Relevance to an anti-bias initiative

Below is an example of the information provided.

Requirement for a Written Policy and Procedures

Written policy and procedures are absolute requirements to ensure City credibility, build
trust with the community, and demonstrate consistency in the decision-making process.
The absence of a written policy results in the decision-making process being vulnerable
to valid complaints such as:

Intentional lack of transparency

Disparate treatment

Department cover-up

The department only releases information when it makes the police department
look good

Law enforcement departments nationwide have suffered self-inflicted injuries to their
reputation and lost trust in the community due to an inconsistent decision-making
process. The most common scenario is a use of force occurs, and the suspect is
obviously armed and refuses police commands. In this case, the use of force is justified.
The department may quickly release this video as it shows the officer made a correct
decision. However, three months later, another use of force occurred, and the BWC
audio/video did not show the suspect was armed, and the officer took inappropriate
actions. The same department will say the BWC audio/video cannot be released
because the incident is “currently under investigation.” The inconsistency promotes
distrust in the community.

Department policy, procedures, and training protocols should provide a formal structure
regarding the decision-making process to release BWC audio/video information. Note: A
checklist example is further down.

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Use the Policy to Educate People

Many people from a diverse range of backgrounds and positions will read the
components of the BWC policy. The types of people include politicians, City leadership,
news media, community leaders, community organizations, people who support law
enforcement, people who do not support law enforcement, average citizens, the criminal
justice system, the civil court system, etc. Many of these people will have zero to
nominal expertise regarding law enforcement operations, BWC devices, use of force,
court proceedings, etc.

A comprehensive policy that includes all relevant information will help educate people

and provide clear talking points. The information will also demonstrate a wide range of
previously discussed and documented issues. This can be used to refute a complaint a
City/department response is being “made up” to support a City/department decision.

Dynamic Environment
The law enforcement utilization of BWCs is ever-evolving due to numerous factors,
including:
e Changes in State and Federal legislation
Changes in State and Federal case law
Changes in community expectations
Local and State political promises for transparency
Changes in technology/BWC systems

This dynamic environment should be clearly stated in the policy. Department BWC
policies, procedures, and training protocols should be evaluated annually and updated
as needed.

Digital Media Policy
There tends to be a specific focus on BWC information when, in fact, the same type of
audio/video data can be obtained from multiple sources, such as:
e Department BWC system
Department In-Car Camera (ICC) system
Booking room audio/video system
Interview room audio/video system
Transport vehicle audio/video system
Other law enforcement department BWC/ICC systems
Other departments - Federal, State, County, and City (non-law enforcement) in-
car camera systems
Federal, State, County, and City CCTV systems
Private business CCTV systems
Federal, State, County, and City drone/UAV systems
Private business drone/UAV systems
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Citizen drone/UAV systems

Home security systems

Law enforcement smartphone audio/video

Citizen smartphone audio/video

Digital recorder (e.g., subject interview and confession)
Digital pictures

Etc.

We recommend the policy include all forms of digital media.

No DOJ/BJA and IACP Standard

There is no mandatory standard from the DOJ/BJA and organizations such as the IACP
regarding when digital media should be released. While some recommendations are
mentioned, typically, the decision is left to “local control.” This is partly due to the wide
range of law enforcement agencies.

Of the 16,000+ law enforcement agencies in the US, the vast majority are small law
enforcement departments:
e About 3% of all local police departments serve populations of 100,000 or more,
and they employ about 52% of all full-time sworn police officers
e More than two-thirds (71%) of local police departments serve populations of less
than 10,000 residents (Bureau of Justice Statistics)

Because of the broad spectrum of departments and the limited capabilities of the
smaller departments, national organizations often hesitate to hold all departments
(across the board) accountable to strict standards, guidelines, and best practices.

The reason this topic is important is everyone wants there to be an established national
standard when there is not one. People involved want an “easy-simple-magical-unicorn”
solution and have to be informed a unicorn solution does not exist. People involved in
developing the digital media policy should understand that a policy of this nature is
intentionally assigned to local control.

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Digital Media/BWC Data Ownership
During the lifecycle of an event, ownership of digital media can change. For example:

Type of Incident Digital Media Owner \
Non-criminal incident Police Department
Criminal investigation — No arrest Police Department
Criminal investigation — Arrest Police Department and District Attorney’s
Office
Misdemeanor/Felony - District Attorney’s Office

Arraignment, plea negotiations,
trial/prosecution, and appeals

Formal collaboration between the Police Department and the DA’s Office is required
when deciding to release digital media/BWC data. We recommend a formal
Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) that includes all factors that will be used to
determine when digital media/BWC information will be released. For example:

What does the audio/video contain
e Does the audio/video include suspect, victim, and witness
information/identification
e Does the audio/video include information about the location of the incident that
should not be revealed
e Does the audio/video include juveniles, domestic battery, sexual battery, and
other protected victims/witnesses
e Does the audio/video include the identity of an undercover law enforcement
officer
e Does the audio/video include law enforcement personnel from another
jurisdiction (e.g., Federal, State, County, City)
Does the audio/video include law enforcement operations that should not be
revealed to the public

Redaction Options
e Can redaction be employed to remove/blur audio/video that should not be
released to the public?

Implications on the Criminal Investigation
e Will releasing the audio/video in any way harm an active criminal investigation
o Initial investigation information still needs to be reviewed
o Crime scene search
o Interview victims, withesses, and suspects
o Locate evidence at different locations

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e Can releasing the audio/video influence their victim, witness, and suspect
testimony

e Will releasing the audio/video cause victims and witnesses to be harassed and
threatened

e Will releasing the audio/video provide advance warning to a suspect who may
flee the jurisdiction to avoid an arrest

Implication of Criminal Prosecution
e Will releasing the audio/video harm the criminal prosecution process
e Will releasing the audio/video influence jury selection and cause a change of
venue

Federal or State Task Force
¢ |s the audio/video a product of a Federal or State task force case? Ensure the
City did not previously agree in the task force MOU on how digital media/BWC
data will be used

Law Enforcement/DA Office Relationship
e Some jurisdictions have an excellent law enforcement/DA Office relationship,
which enhances the ability to develop a comprehensive MOU
e In jurisdictions that have a poor relationship, an MOU can be a difficult task. That
said, the City should attempt to have a formal MOU with the DA

Apples to Apples Comparisons with Other Jurisdictions Not Always Possible
Obtaining other department policies will help provide a framework regarding what other
departments do and don’t do. We recommend caution when using another jurisdiction
as an exact guideline. It is important to understand the environment in each jurisdiction
as they may not exactly match the environment in Farmington Hills. For example:

State Laws Vary
e Each State has different laws regarding law enforcement discretion when digital
media/BWC data can be released
e “Active criminal investigation” is often used as a reason not to release
information. However, many law enforcement agencies do not have a correct
understanding of the legislation and overuse it as an excuse not to release digital
media/BWC data

Law Enforcement Relationship with the Community
e Some communities have an excellent relationship with their law enforcement.
Department transparency, credibility, and professionalism are not in question.
Therefore, a formal policy on when to release digital media/BWC data is not
required or, at a minimum, is at a very high level
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e Other communities have a terrible relationship with law enforcement. There is
zero to nominal trust regarding the department’s transparency, credibility, and
professionalism. For these jurisdictions, a more formal policy must be developed
and implemented regarding the release of digital media/BWC data

Political and Department Leadership Statements
¢ |dentify all promises and statements political leadership has made to the
community regarding department transparency, credibility, and professionalism
e Many jurisdictions justified the multi-million-dollar expense of BWC/ICC systems
as a necessary component to improve the trust and relationship between the
department and the community

News Media Requests
¢ |n some jurisdictions, the news media is very active in making Public
Record/FOIA requests for digital media/BWC data. In other jurisdictions, not as
much

Community Organizations and Activists
e Groups/people that demand digital media/BWC data be released

The above and additional factors result in jurisdictions employing a broad spectrum of
policies regarding releasing digital media/BWC data.

Digital Media/BWC Timing

While BWC/In-Car Camera data is created at the time of the incident, other types of
digital media data may not be identified until later in the investigation and prosecution
process. The decision-making structure and steps to release BWC data should not be
limited to immediately following the incident.

BWC/Digital Media Constraints
There is often a false misconception that BWC, In-Car Camera, etc., audio/video will be
a perfectly framed Hollywood video. More often than not, that is not the case. BWC
audio/video is subject to many constraints, such as:
e Position of the officer
e How the officer is wearing it (e.g., chest mount, shoulder mount, POV mount)
e Position of the officer — For example:
o Officer safety stance with the gun side away from the subject; a chest-
mounted BWC device will not be pointed at the subject
o Traffic stop - Officer leaning into a driver’s side window. The officer’s
head/eyes will see things the BWC does not
e Officer motion — Standing still versus running
e Cover and concealment — The device may be blocked by whatever structure the
officer is behind
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e Position of officer’s hands - A handgun out/firing stance may block what the
camera can see

e Shoulder-mounted weapon — Depending on the location of the BWC device, a
patrol rifle and sling can alter where the device is pointed

e Lighting — Light versus dark

e Weather — Rain can obscure the camera lens

¢ Noise — Passing traffic, machinery, talking, music, etc. can obscure the audio

e Etc.

Digital media/BWC data is just one piece of the puzzle. The policy should include all
puzzle components such as initial incident information, victim and subject actions,
witness interviews, physical evidence, environment information, etc.

People also believe law enforcement has the type of software they see in movies/TV that
can automatically clean up a blurred image or poor audio. We recommend including this
type of information in the policy to level-set expectations.

Community Expectations

Community expectations regarding digital media/BWC data release differ for each
community. Recommend including community groups, activists, etc., in the discussion
process. These meetings can educate the community about BWC systems and
constraints, criminal investigation processes, use of force processes, court/legal issues,
etc.

Political Expectations and Promises

Political expectations and promises regarding digital media/BWC data release differ
from community to community. Political expectations must be compared to BWC
systems and constraints, criminal investigation process, use of force process, and
court/legal issues to ensure no conflict.

Centralized Request Process
Requests for digital media/BWC data can come from multiple sources:

1. News media — Local, national, online
2. Political leadership

3. Community Group

4. Citizens

5. Attorneys

6. Insurance companies

7. Etc.

The request for digital media/BWC data can be directed to multiple locations in the City:
1. Police leadership
2. Police sections (e.g., PIO)
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City leadership and staff

City political leadership and staff
City Legal

City Clerk

Civil Court

Etc.

A centralized process is required to document and track all digital media/BWC requests.
A single form should be developed and implemented for all digital media/BWC Public
Record/FOIA requests.

A formal governance structure and authority is required. For example:

a. Police and DA leadership
b. City Legal input
c. Public Records/FOIA Section
Roles and responsibilities
Communication Plan
Step by step progression
Checklists

Culture for Transparency

Too often, the process is focused on reasons needed to release digital media/BWC data.
This is based on the premise that the starting response is not to release digital
media/BWC data. If the desired culture is for transparency, it should be assumed digital
media/BWC data will be released for all Public Records/FOIA requests minus a specific
reason the data cannot be released.

Redaction Capabilities

Digital media can be redacted like hard copy documents (e.g., specific words, lines, and
sections are redacted). Many departments attempt to refuse the release of digital
media/BWC data because one component cannot be released when, in fact, the
component can be redacted. All decision-makers must completely understand digital
media/BWC redaction capabilities. This includes:

Who is reviewing the data for redaction

Legal authority to redact

Decision on what to redact

Redaction system capabilities

Training and qualifications of personnel who complete the redaction process
Quality Assurance of what is redacted

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Third-Party Solution — Non-Disclosure Agreement (NDA)

In some instances, it is important to quell rumors and false perceptions to bring down
the temperature in the community. If the digital media/BWC data cannot be released to
the public for legal or other reasons, a special group of community leaders can be
formed. The community leaders will sign an NDA. They cannot discuss details of digital
media/BWC data but can make general statements. This will allow the City/department
to avoid complaints of a cover-up while meeting pre-established guidelines.

Tabletop Exercises

The digital media/BWC policy development should include multiple tabletop exercises to
walk through all possible scenarios with all stakeholders. The tabletop exercises will
identify strengths and weaknesses of the proposed governance structure, processes,
steps, communication plan, etc. It is better to identify and correct issues in a tabletop
environment than a real-life issue when people are under pressure and time duress to
decide.

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Vehicle Pursuit Policy Recommendation

During the project, Winbourne Consulting provided FHPD vehicle pursuit policy
information, including:

e Standards, guidelines, and best practices

e |ACP model policy

e Other law enforcement department policies and procedures

Below is an example of the information provided.
Restrictive Language

A. The decision to initiate a vehicle pursuit rests with the individual officer but may be
canceled by a sworn supervisor at any time.

B. An officer may only initiate a vehicle pursuit upon the reasonable belief the driver or
occupant of the pursued vehicle (including a motorcycle) has committed a felony
involving violence or the threat of violence to the officer or another person.

1C. Such crimes include, but are not limited to:
a. Murder
b. Manslaughter
c. Vehicular homicide
d. Sexual battery
e. Aggravated battery
f. Aggravated assault
g. Kidnapping
h. Aggravated child abuse
i. Robbery

2. Vehicle pursuits for misdemeanor crimes, civil and traffic infractions, or local
ordinance violations are prohibited.

C. For the purposes of this policy, Violation of Probation or Parole (VOP) for one of the
felonies listed in subsection 1C does not meet the standard necessary to initiate a
vehicle pursuit. While VOP may be included in the decision process, it shall not be the
sole determining factor.

D. For this policy, fleeing from law enforcement in a motor vehicle does not, by itself,
meet the standard (a felony involving violence or the threat of violence to the officer or
another person) necessary to initiate a vehicle pursuit.
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E. When deciding to initiate or continue a vehicle pursuit, the officer shall consider the
following factors:

1. The nature and seriousness of the initial offense

2. Community Safety

3. Officer’s training and experience in pursuit driving

4. Condition and performance capabilities of the pursuit vehicle

5. The officer’s ability to accurately notify the Communications Center of the
